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MAJOR CRIMES
AGGAVATED ASSAULTS

For the month of November, Stroud Area Regional Police Department responded to 3 Aggravated
Assaults. Two of these assaults were referred to the Detective Unit for further investigation.

On November 12", SARPD was dispatched to a Domestic Disturbance, at a residence in East
Stroudsburg. Upon arrival, a female presented with injuries consistent with an aggravated assault.
Officers on scene made immediate arrest due to the emergent circumstances involving injuries.

On November 15", SARPD was dispatched to an assault on Lincoln Avenue, in the Borough of
East Stroudsburg. Upon arrival, officers observed a male victim with a visible injury to his head.
The male victim advised that he had an argument with another male, which turned physical. The
male then grabbed a rock and struck him in the head. The victim was able to identify the male that
assaulted him with a rock. The suspect was located nearby and arrested. The Detective unit
assisted with the investigation.

On November 21%', SARPD was dispatched to a reported fight on First Street, in the Borough of
Stroudsburg. Initial investigation revealed that five individuals were at the residence to help a family
member gather their belongings, so that they could move out. While in the residence, a verbal
argument ensued between two other individuals at the residence. The argument turned into a
physical altercation. One female victim was held down and struck multiple times, by multiple
people. The victim was transported to Lehigh Valley -Pocono for treatment of her injuries. The on-
call Detective was contacted, and two Detective responded to continue the investigation which
included multiple interviews and documentation of the scene. The investigation is ongoing.

For the month of November 2022, the Stroud Area Regional Police Department responded to 3
reported robberies.

On November 4™, Patrol Officers respondedt o St Hospikakid Stroud

Township, for a report of a patient seeking treatment for a stab wound. The initial investigation
revealed that the victim was on the Park Avenue bridge, in Stroudsburg, where he was confronted
by a male that he was familiar with. The victim reported that this male stabbed him several times
with what was believed to be a knife. The male suspect then removed $150 cash and two cell
phones fr om t h e beforedlaeingmithe on-patl Dekeetivegesponded to the hospital to

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conduct further interviews, and to obtain photographs, and other evidence. An arrest warrant was
later obtained for the suspect.

On November 14", SARPD was dispatched to a report of a robbery. A juvenile female victim

reported to police that she was walking near her home and was attacked by two female juveniles.
These two juvenile females struck the victim mul
and fled. Officers were able to identify the suspects and ultimately arrested two juvenile female s

for the robbery.

On November 26", SARPD was dispatched to South Seventh Street, in the Borough of
Stroudsburg, for a report of a possible robbery. Upon arrival, officers observed a male bleeding
from his head and mouth, and summoned EMS. This male was intoxicated, and information
reported initially could not be confirmed. The incident was referred to the Detective Unit for further
investigation and is ongoing.

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In relation to the 15 reported cases, 5 were sex crimes, and 10 were suspected child abuse cases.

Of the 11 cases referred to the Detective Unit, 10 cases remain under investigation and one case
was closed due to lack of cooperation from the reporting victim

In many of these open cases, the alleged perpetrators are known or have been identified through
investigation. The investigations are still ongoing to determine if an actual crime was committed and
if so to establish enough probable cause to make an arrest. Due to the nature of these crimes
and/or the age of the victims, no further information will be released at this time.

UNATTENDED DEATHS

For the month of November, there were six death cases, and the on-call Detective was notified by
the Patrol division for each case. Of the six death cases reported, five of them were medical in
nature.

On November 25, Patrol Officers were dispatched to the Borough of Stroudsburg for a report of a
male in cardiac arrest. Upon arrival Officers located a male in his living room unresponsive and
cold to the touch. Officers were familiar with the victim through previous narcotic investigations and
subsequently this investigation was referred to the on-call Detective. Multiple Detectives
responded. The investigation is ongoing awaiting the autopsy and toxicology results. Based on the
decedents past drug use the investigation will be conducted as a drug delivery resulting in death,
(DDRD) case subsequently a homicide investigation. Investigation is on-going.

For the month of November, there were an additional five medical emergency overdose cases not
resulting in death.

If any Drug Overdose death cases are confirmed it would subsequently be handled as a homicide
investigation.

The on-call Detective was notified on all of the above death cases
and have continued to work with the Monroe County District
Attorneyods Offi ceCarnadn atoinsg o@f fCio
with equivocal deaths.

An accident reconstruction is the culmination of the scientific analysis of the data
gathering process formulated into a concise and coheren t report, which is backed
by expert testimony.

During the month of November, the collision reconstruction unit continued to assist SARPD Patrol
Officers with accident investigations that required further investigation, but did not rise to the level of
a reconstruction investigation.

T Investigation continues into a fatal collision that occurred on July 20 at approximately
6:39pm. The Collision Reconstruction unit was activated to investigate a three-vehicle
collision that occurred along North Fifth Street in the area of Oakwood Ave. within Stroud
Township. This collision resulted in the death of the operator of one of the involved vehicles.

SPECIAL DETAILS

SARPD understands the consequences of speeding and how it relates to vehicle collisions.
Speed enforcement details continue to be implemented and during the month of November the
following detail was conducted

November 28"- Lower Main Street Stroudsburg. 9 stops
November 29"- North Ninth Street, Stroud Twp., 12 stops

NOTE: Limited speed enforcement details were conducted due to a mechanical failure with the
ENRADD speed timing device. This issue was repaired, and the unit was put back into service later
in the month.
